Bolton Figure Skating Club

Skater Code of Conduct
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The Bolton Figure Skating Club expects that its skaters and their guests will adhere to its Code of Conduct, both on and off the ice, in and around the rink. Failure to do so may result in the violators being asked to leave the ice or the rink.

General Conduct:

1. Be courteous to other skaters, coaches, judges, parents, rink employees and visitors at all times.

2. Profanity and disrespectful behavior will not be tolerated.

3. Respect rink property and discard all garbage appropriately.

4. No displays of public affection.

Skating Programs and Music:

1. The person skating his/her program has the right of way at all times. This person should wear the vest, so that other skaters may identify you.

2. Skaters may line up their music and take turns practicing their program.

Skating Lessons:
1. Skaters should show consideration for coaches and other skaters involved in lessons during a session.

2. Skaters should show respect for their coaches and other skaters by being on-time for their lesson. (On ice and ready to begin.)

Safety:

1. Skaters who fall should get up rapidly and should not lie on the ice unless they are seriously injured.

2. Skaters who observe an injury on the ice should report this at once to a pro or a board member.

3. Skaters must not engage in any behavior that may cause an unsafe environment for other skaters.

Club Room:
1. Skaters must be respectful of the club room and the understanding that this space is shared with another organization.

2. Skaters must pick up any garbage and discard it appropriately.

3. Any items left in the club room will be placed in a lost and found box. 

4. Skaters need to check their mail folders regularly.

5. Skaters must use bathroom facilities when changing clothes that require the exposure of undergarments.

6. Only skaters and their parents/guardians are allowed in the club room.
